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Most of the fish stocked in the District’s lakes are young of the year and come from the IDNR Hatcheries. These fish range in size from
2 to 3 inches for bass and bluegill. Hybrid sunfish for the IDNR’s Urban Fishing Program are 6 to 8 inches.

Channel catfish are stocked at around 6 inches in most lakes; however Cermak Quarry, Flatfoot Lake and Schiller Pond are part of the
IDNR’s Urban Fishing Program and receives 1.5 pound average catfish.

Northern pike are stocked in the 6 to 8 inch range and muskellunge range from 10 to 12 inches when stocked.

Walleye fingerlings from the IDNR are 2 to 3 inches and the walleye for Tampier are ether fingerlings and/or fry.

Rainbow trout are stocked in the Y2 to 34 pound range.
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
