Ladies and Gentlemen:

The Eastern Massasauga Rattlesnake (EMR) is a native species historically known to occur in
parts of Cook and Lake Counties. It is listed as an Endangered Species by the State of Itlinois and
is a candidate for Federal listing. At this time the current scientific data indicates that the
remaining populations of the EMR are nearly extirpated and unlikely to recover to a sustainable
level in the wild under existing conditions.

This Cooperative Service Agreement between the Forest Preserve District of Cook County, the
[Hinois Department of Natural Resources, the Lake County Forest Preserve District, Lincoln Park
Z00, the Chicago Zoological Society (Brookfield Zoo) and the United States Fish & Wildlife
Service is intended to allow these agencies to ensure the long term conservation of the EMR in
Cook and Lake Counties.

The project will consist of capturing the remaining wild EMR’s and transferring them to
accredited zoological facilities to be used in a captive breeding program. Once a suitable number
of EMR’s have been propagated, they will be reintroduced to Forest Preserve District sites in both
Cook and Lake Counties.

Over the course of this program the District will work to restore the natural habitats of these
animals so that when they are returned, the survival of these populations will be enhanced. In
addition to the restoration of the lands, the District’s Law Enforcement Department will closely
monitor the sites to apprehend and deter poachers that have been known to capture these animals

for personal gain.

It is the hope that this important program, which is the first of its kind in the United States for this
species, will be successful to the point that the Eastern Massasauga Rattlesnake can once again be
part of the biodiversity of our lands.
