On December 2, 1998, the District approved a 20-year extension to its
Intergovernmental Agreement with the City of Chicago and the Chicago Park
District that formed NeighborSpace. This non-profit owns, leases and insures
small parks, gardens, natural areas, river edges and scenic landscapes in the
City of Chicago. As per the Intergovernmental Agreement, the President has
appointed Commissioner Deborah Sims to serve on the NeighborSpace Board of

Directors.

The extension requires that the District provide an annual appropriation to
NeighborSpace in the amount of $100,000.00. The funds would match the

contributions of the City of Chicago and Chicago Park District.

It is respectfully requested that $100,000.00 be disbursed to NeighborSpace for
the District’'s 2009 contribution. Funds are available in Planning and
Development, C&D accounts: 598000-670060 and 588000-670060. Approval is

recommended.

Ladies and Gentlemen:;

It is respectfully requested that authority be granted for the Forest Preserve District of
Cook County to enter in to the attached agreements with the University of lllinois
College of Veterinary Medicine and Max McGraw Wildlife Foundation to perform
laboratory testing of blood and tissue samples and wildlife collection/monitoring to
detect any potential transmittal of diseases from animals to humans. (i.e. Rabies,
West Nile, Chronic Waste and Avian Flu). Payment for services rendered will not
exceed $40,000.00 to the University of lllinois College of Veterinary Medicine and
$60,000 to Max McGraw Wildlife Foundation.

The information collected in conjunction with the District's Wildlife Biologist will be
similar to the data collected for more than twenty (20) years and it will be provided to
Public Health Officials in Cook County and the U.S. Center for Disease Control in

Atlanta, Georgia.

The District’'s Chief Financial Officer has reviewed the funding for these services and
acknowledges that sufficient funds are available in the Department of Resource
Management Department’s “Wildlife Disease Monitoring and Health Studies” Account

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AGREEMENT BETWEEN MAX MCGRAW WILDLIFE FOUNDATION AND

FOREST PRESERVE DISTRICT OF COOK COUNTY

The following represents a proposed agreement between the Max McGraw Wildlife
Foundation and the Forest Preserve District of Cook County (FPDCC).

Background

The Max McGraw Wildlife Foundation is a nonprofit, private foundation dedicated to
the conservation and management of wildlife. The Foundation accomplishes this mission
through research and education programs. The research program focuses primarily on
predator management, wildlife disease, and the relationship between people and wildlife
in the Chicago region, including Cook County.

Because of our common goals, the Foundation has partnered closely with the Wildlife
Division of the Forest Preserve District of Cook County since 1994. This partnership has
been incredibly productive, and provided important information to aid in the management of
wildlife species and the monitoring of disease in Forest Preserve properties. Some examples
of our collaborations in recent years include an investigation into the demographics of high
density raccoon populations, the distribution and abundance of bat communities in forest
preserve properties, population dynamics, of striped skunks, population estimation and
modeling of Canada geese, and the distribution and status of gray foxes in Cook County.

We have monitored a variety of wildlife diseases that have the potential to threaten domestic
animals and people in Cook County. Examples of this focus include a long term survey of
serology from raccoons and other carnivores for such diseases like canine distemper,
parvovirus, leptospirosis, West Nile virus, and other important diseases such as raccoon

roundworm and rabies.

Two monitoring projects have been particularly important in their implications for
human health: 1) coyote ecology and management and 2) modeling for rabies in
raccoons. The Foundation has worked closely with Chris Anchor of the FPDCC in the
development and implementation of a study of the ecology of coyotes in Cook County.
This project has provided novel information that has been important to the management
of this species and the avoidance of conflicts, and has garnered national and international
attention. There has been no other study of its magnitude of coyotes in an urban area;
consequently results from this study have been of great interest from cities across Cook

County and the nation.

Need

For each of these projects, collaborations between the Foundation and the FPDCC have
generally consisted of the scientific expertise and resources provided by the Foundation.



and the FPDCC provided access to sites, assistance in the field, loans of equipment. and
euidance regarding working within FPDCC properties. Funding tor most of this work has
generally come from other agencies. including the linois Department of Natural Resources.
Cook County Animal and Rabies Control, and Chicago Wilderness. While the support from
these agencies has been critical to the success of our research and monitoring, it has come in
short intervals and for short term questions. Funding is needed to maintain long term
monitoring of wildlife populations and their diseases in the Cook County forest preserves.

Foundation agrees to maintain general comprehensive liability insurance throughout the
terms of this Agreement naming the District as an additional insured, which insurance
shall be in the primary amount of $1,000,000, with an umbrella policy in the amount of
$10,000,000. Foundation shall notify the District within ten (10) days of any and all
material changes to its insurance policies.

To the extent allowed by Illinois law, Foundation agrees to and does hereby expressly
assume all responsibility for its agents and employees and for any subcontractor and its
agents and employees relative to its activities on the Property. To the extent allowed by
[linois law, Foundation further agrees to indemnify, save and hold harmless, the
FPDCC, its President, Commissioners, officers, employees, volunteers, contractors and
agents against any losses, claims, damages, liabilities, actions, suits, proceedings, costs
or expenses that the FPDCC may suffer, incur or sustain or for which it or they may
become liable (including, but not limited to, personal and bodily injury to or death of
persons or loss or damage to property) resulting from, arising out of, or relating to any
acts, errors or omissions of Foundation, or any of its subcontractors, at the Property or in

the performance of this Agreement.

This agreement recognizes the on-going collaboration between the Foundation and
FPDCC. The Foundation will consult with the Wildlife Division of FPDCC, specifically
Chris Anchor, to prioritize monitoring mammalian populations and diseases. Currently,
the FPDCC has invested in coyote monitoring with advanced technology, which the
Foundation has taken the lead in distributing GPS collars and monitoring devices. In
addition to monitoring collared coyotes, we will maintain disease surveillance of a
variety of species through serology of blood samples and necropsy of carcasses.

This agreement stipulates that researchers with the Foundation will invoice the FPDCC for an
amount not to exceed $60,000 during the FPDCC's current fiscal year (2009). The research will
be conducted in close cooperation with the FPDCC office of Chris Anchor. Expenditures will
largely consist of laboratory analysis of blood and fecal samples for disease surveillance,
supplies associated with capture and collection of samples, and personnel costs associated with
the capture and monitoring of marked wildlife populations.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN THE UNIVERSITY OF ILLINOIS BOARD OF TRUSTEES
AND FOREST PRESERVE DISTRICT OF COOK COUNTY
FOR WILDLIFE DISEASE SURVEILLANCE

SCOPE OF WORK:
The University of Illinois Zoological Pathology Program (ZPP) will perform

comprehensive diagnostic investigations on individual cases and case series and conduct
research toward development of additional testing modalities such as polymerase chain reaction
(PCR) tests germane to ongoing disease surveillance priorities. Diagnostic investigations may
include but are not limited to gross and histologic analyses, immunohistochemistry, bacteriology,

virology, PCR, toxicology and electron microscopy.

PLACE OF PERFORMANCE:
Most analyses will occur at ZPP facilities at Loyola University Medical Center in

Maywood, Illinois, the Veterinary Diagnostic Laboratory at the University of Illinois College of
Veterinary Medicine in Urbana, Illinois (ZPP’s home Department) or at appropriate facilities of
other collaborating institutions including the FPDCC Wildlife Division. Selected analyses may
be performed at other university, state, or federal diagnostic or reference laboratories based on

need and at the discretion of ZPP pathologists.

BACKGROUND:
Wildlife disease surveillance is essential for effective wildlife management and provides a

monitoring mechanism for diseases of concemn for domestic animal and public health
communities. Some diseases of concern, such as West Nile virus and leptospirosis are already
established in the County, while others such as chronic wasting disease (CWD), highly
pathogenic avian influenza (AI), and raccoon-adapted rabies are not, but may spread to the
County and are of abiding wildlife and/or human health concern. Additionally, non-infectious
entities such as environmental contaminants, may also be of concern for both human and animal
health and are routinely assessed and addressed as part of the comprehensive surveillance

program.

NATURE OF SAMPLES:
‘Samples for analysis will generally consist of whole carcasses or tissues from free-

ranging native species from the Forest Preserve District of Cook County (FPDCC) property and
adjacent municipal lands.

TIMELINE IN DATA ANALYSIS:
Cases from calendar year 2009 will be evaluated, and most analyses will be reported

upon within 3-6 weeks. All results will be reported to the Wildlife Division of the FPDCC, with
appropriate interpretation and commentary

INVOICING:
This agreement is for the amount of $40,000. Billing will occur quarterly unless

otherwise specified by FPDCC.

Ladies and Gentlemen:

The District is requesting professional services to prepare plans and specifications,
secure permits and supervise construction for three projects: 1) reconstructing a boat
ramp at Beck Lake, 2) replacing existing retaining walls & culverts at Busse Forest
North and 3) relocating a model airplane flying field at Tinley Creek Preserve.

In order to develop a pool of potential consultants interested in providing these types of
services, the District solicited Requests For Qualifications (RFQ) for Engineering
Services Consultants. This solicitation was issued by mail and by posting on the
District's website. In total, thirty-six firms submitted proposals and fifteen firms were
determined to be qualified for this type of work. The Fifteen qualified firms were then
asked to submit Requests For Proposals (RFP) for Engineering Services issued as RFP

2009-01

Proposals were received from the following firms:

The evaluation, by a committee of four Planning and Development staff members, of the
nine proposals was based on the firms’ previous experience with similar projects,
personnel assigned to the project, their overall understanding of the project's objectives,
the time it takes to complete the projects, local availability of personnel and the cost of

the proposal.

Based on these criteria, the firm of Baxter & Woodman, Inc. located at 39 South
LaSalle Street, Suite 816, Chicago, IL 60603 was determined to have submitted the
most responsive proposal with more experience with similar projects than others, and
have a well thought out proposal that is within our estimated cost. The total cost for
professional fees is not to exceed $90,000. It is therefore respectfully requested that
authority be given to enter into a contract with Baxter & Woodman, Inc. for
Engineering Services.

The District’'s Chief Financial Officer has reviewed this request and acknowledges that
$90,000 is available in Account 588000-620040 in the Construction and Development
Fund.
