WHEREAS, the No Child Left Inside Coalition supports the federal No Child Left
Inside Act of 2009, which would provide new federal funding and grants for the
Cook County Forest Preserve for outdoor learning activities and high-quality
environmental education; and

environmental education that includes field learning as well as classroom studies,
which will engage students’ interest in science and learning in general; and

WHEREAS, with increased environmental education among young people, it will
be more possible to overcome major environmental challenges that the world

WHEREAS, the Illinois Holocaust Museum and Education Center held its inaugural gala
on April 2, 2009 and its public grand opening on April 19, 2009, the anniversary of the
Warsaw ghetto uprising; and

WHEREAS, the Cook County Board of Commissioners authorized the transfer of land
from the County to the Village of Skokie for the construction of the Illinois Holocaust
Museum and Education Center; and

WHERAS, the Cook County Forest Preserve Board of Commissioners entered into a
joint parking agreement with the Village of Skokie and the Illinois Holocaust Museum
and Education Center for an area of Harms Flatwoods Preserve; and

WHEREAS, the Illinois Holocaust Museum and Education Center is the Midwest’s
largest museum of its kind which will attract countless visitors to reflect on its mission of
honoring and preserving the memories of those who perished in the Holocaust and teach
current generations about the need to fight hatred, indifference and genocide; and

WHEREAS, in order to accommodate the large crowds that attended both the ribbon
cutting and public grand opening, the Illinois Holocaust Museum and Education Center
constructed large tents at the Forest Preserve District’s Calvin R. Sutker Grove, which
sits across the street from the Center; and

WHEREAS, the Illinois Holocaust Museum and Education Center’s inaugural gala saw
2,800 people come together with former Secretary of State Colin Powell, Governor Pat
Quinn and Cardinal Francis George to celebrate the Center’s opening; and

Elie Wiesel, Klaus Scharioth, the German Ambassador to the United States, Governor Pat
Quinn, J.B. Pritzker, chair of the museum’s capital campaign, Sam Harris, president of
the museum’s Board of Directors, Richard S. Hirschhaut, the museum’s Executive
Director, government officials and Holocaust survivors, witnessed the formal opening of
the Illinois Holocaust Museum and Education Center, which required the construction of
a second immense tent at Calvin R. Sutker Grove to provide shelter to the attendees; and

WHEREAS, the staff of the Forest Preserve District, Forest Preserve District Police
Department and Cook County Department of Building and Zoning provided vital
assistance in reviewing the plans for both events, visiting the site to inspect the structures,
issuing permits and ensuring the safety of attendees; and
