COMMUNICATIONS

ITEM #1

At the January 7, 2009 board meeting, your honorable body authorized the Forest Preserve
District to collaborate with the University of Illinois at Chicago (UIC) on a project to preserve
and protect some of the District’s historic documents.

This project is at no cost to the District. $247,000 in grant funding is being provided for the
three-year project by the Gaylord and Dorothy Donnelley Foundation. UIC began the first year
of this project by cataloguing and protecting the District’s collection of glass plate slides.

The District is pleased to announce that several of the slides have been arranged into an online
“virtual exhibit”, available to the public, depicting the history of the Forest Preserve District.
The “Exhibit” was produced by the District’s Resource Management Department and UIC’s
Special Collections Department.

ITEM #2

The Forest Preserve District Board of Commissioners approved at the June 4, 2008 Board
Meeting the hiring of URS Corporation for Phase I engineering services of the North Branch
Bicycle Trail Extension.

Requesting authority to amend the Construction and Development funding source to accounts
588000-620040 & 598000-620040 and disbursement of funds in the amount of $6,181.86.

The project is funded by a Congestion Mitigation Air Quality (CMAQ) grant. Phase I costs are
not to exceed $448,000 of which the District is responsible for $165,802.

The District’s Chief Financial Officer has reviewed the funding for Job Number 05-02 and
acknowledges that $165,802 is available in Construction and Development Accounts # 588000-
620040 & 598000-620040. Approval is recommended.
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ITEM #3

The Forest Preserve District of Cook County, as part of our continued signage update, plans to
install historical markers at two preserve locations, the Chicago Portage National Historic Site
and Sweet Woods.

The markers will be approximately 30" W X 40" H, and would identify the historic significance of
the sites. The Chicago Portage is recognized by the Department of the Interior as a National
Historic Site for its significance as a trade route in the development of Chicago and the Midwest.
Sweet Woods is historically significant as the location of a Civilian Conservation Corps Camp
and a World War Il Prisoner of War Camp. The signs will help foster awareness, understanding,
research, and preservation at these [ocations. To be received and filed.

ITEM #4

The District recently became aware of the opportunity to apply for a grant through the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) — Community Renewable Energy Program. The
lllinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (DCOE) is responsible for
administering this portion of the grant. The focus of the program is to support the development
and implementation of distributed community-scale renewable energy facilities in lllinois, and
support economic development in the state through job creation, business development, and
economic development. The eligibility is limited to renewable energy projects that provide
energy for the applicants’ own energy needs.

The District submitted a proposal for the installation of photovoltaic panels at both Camp
Sagawau Learning Center and Little Red School House Nature Center. Both of these projects
are targeted to be Gold LEED certified buildings and are currently under construction. Installing
solar panels at these locations would enhance the overall learning experience at these facilities
while saving the District utility costs. The total estimated cost of implementation is $261,234.00.
It is anticipated that the District's responsibility would be $65,309.00 (25%), DCOE’s
responsibility would be $117,555.00 (45%) and the Federal match would be $78,370.00 (30%).

The District's Chief Financial Officer has reviewed this request and acknowledges that
$65,309.00 is available in Accounts 578000-670061 and 588000-670061 in the Construction
and Development Fund.  Approval is recommended.

On June 4, 2008 this Honorable Body approved an Ordinance whereby the District was
authorized to pursue the acquisition of 9.15 * acres located in Barrington Township, Cook
County, Illinois as an addition to current Forest Preserve District holdings at the Spring Lake
Preserve. The property is immediately adjacent to the Spring Lake Preserve and includes one of
the few remaining stretches of Spring Creek not owned by the District.

Attached hereto is Check Letter # 3327 for the acquisition of property known as 9 Woodcreek
Road, Barrington Hills, IL. Said property consists of 9.15 + acres (see Exhibit A for Legal
description).

The purchase price for this acquisition was based upon the District’s two M.A.L certified
appraisals. The price of SEVEN HUNDRED FIFTY THOUSAND AND 00/100 ($750,000.00)
DOLLARS was accepted by the fee simple owners of the property, Jose and Lilia Reburiano.
This office concurs in the recommendation of the Chief Attorney and approval of Check Letter
#3327 is requested.

The District’s Chief Financial Officer has reviewed this request and acknowledges that funds for
the acquisition are available in Land Acquisition Account #066000-680010 of the Real Estate
~ Acquisition Fund. Approval is recommended.

ETHICS ORDINANCE AMENDMENT

WHEREAS, it is the duty of each member of the Forest Preserve District Board of
Commissioners to avoid even the appearance of impropriety or a conflict of interest; and

WHEREAS, the members of the Forest Preserve District Board of Commissioners are elected to
protect the best interests of the residents and taxpayers of Cook County who use and enjoy Forest
Preserve lands; and

WHEREAS, despite the best and most honorable intentions of the elected members of this
august body, any member seeking to enter into a contract with the Forest Preserve District for
services or the sale of any property or goods would likely create the appearance of a conflict of
interest; and '

WHEREAS, public trust is eroded when such a conflict is believed to exist; and

WHEREAS, the erosion of public trust impedes the ability of this body to effectively function;
and

WHEREAS, the members of this body have recently taken steps to ensure greater transparency
and efficient delivery of county services.
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PROPOSED ORDINANCE AMENDMENT

ITEM #7(cont’d)

BE IT ORDAINED by the Forest Preserve District of Cook County that Chapter 1
Administration, Section 1-13-2:K of the Cook County Forest Preserve District Code is hereby
amended as follows:

K. Interest in District Business. No Official or Employee shall have a Financial interest in
his or her own name or in the name of any other Person in any contract, work or business of the
District or in the sale of any article, whenever the expense, price or consideration of the contract,
work, business or sale is paid with funds belonging to or administered by the District.
Compensation for property taken pursuant to the District's eminent domain power shall ret
constitute a financial interest within the meaning of this section. Unless sold pursuant to a
process of competitive bidding following public notice, no Official or Employee shall have a
Financial interest in the purchase of any property that:

(1)  Belongs to the District, or
2 Is sold for taxes or assessments, or
(3)  Issold by virtue of legal process at the suit of the District.

No appointed Official shall engage in a transaction described in this section unless the matter is
wholly unrelated to the Official's District duties and responsibilities.

Effective Date: This amendment shall be in effect upon adoption

Dear Superintendent Bylina:

Pursuant to an Ordinance approved June 4, 2008 by the Board of Forest Preserve
District Commissioners of Cook County, the District initiated negotiations for the
acquisition of the property known as 9 Woodcreek Road, Barrington Hills, IL (see Exhibit
A for Legal description).

The purchase price for this acquisition was based upon the District’s two M.A.I. certified
appraisals. The fee simple owner of the property has accepted the District’s offer in the
amount of SEVEN HUNDRED FIFTY THOUSAND AND 00/100 ($750,000.00)
DOLLARS. The total acreage for this parcel is 9.15 + acres (398,574 + square feet).

Based upon Board approval of this acquisition, as well as the purchase price, the Legal
Department respectfully recommends the issuance of a check in the amount of SEVEN
HUNDRED FIFTY THOUSAND AND 00/100 ($750,000.00) DOLLARS. The check shall
be made payable to Chicago Title Insurance Company as full compensation for the
acquisition of said property.

The District’s engineering staff certifies that the total land to be acquired is 9.15 + acres
(398,574 + square feet).
