ITEM #1

In the course of routine surveillance, Fitch Ratings has upgraded the rating on the Forest
Preserve District’s approximately $115 million in outstanding unlimited tax general obligation
(GO) bonds to 'AA-' from 'A+', with an outlook of “Stable”.

The upgrade to 'AA-' from 'A+' is based on the district's improved financial performance;
management initiatives, including adherence to the corporate fund unreserved fund balance
policy, enforced by county ordinance; and low direct debt levels. Financial results have
improved since 2003, and the district has established a well-funded working cash fund. Fitch
highlighted that the District's ability to maintain its healthy financial resources will be key to
maintaining the rating.

The upgrade reflects positively on the District’s efforts to match its expenses to anticipated
revenues while ensuring that the corporate fund balance remains at or above the levels required
by the Find Balance Policy. Additionally, those who purchased District-issued bonds can feel
confident that the District will maintain its ability to meet its fiscal obligations. To be Received
and Filed.

ITEM #2

The District is pleased to announce our acceptance of the Hospitality Award of Merit from the
Chicago Southland Convention & Visitors Bureau for the District’s willingness to partner with
Southland municipalities and other governmental groups to build the Calumet-Sag Trail.

On December 7, 2006 your Honorable Body adopted a resolution of support for the
establishment of the Calumet-Sag Trail. Since then, the District has participated in the planning
of this new multi-agency trail effort.

The Calumet-Sag Trail will be approximately 26 miles long and is envisioned to connect the
I&M Canal Trail in Lemont to the Burnham Greenway near the Illinois/Indiana state line.
Through cooperative efforts of 11 partner agencies the trail will directly connect 14 south
suburban communities with recreational, transportation and beautification benefits. To be
Received and Filed.

WHEREAS, the Forest Preserve District of Cook County is the proud landowner of the Chicago
Botanic Garden (“Garden”), a 385-acre living plant museum featuring 23 distinct display
gardens surrounded by lakes, as well as a prairie and woodlands; and

WHEREAS, on September 23, 2009, the Garden proudly opened the new Daniel F. and Ada L.
Rice Plant Conservation Science Center; and

WHEREAS, the center is a 38,000-square-foot building that serves as a laboratory and research
facility for the Garden’s staff of 31 full-time scientists and research assistants; and

WHEREAS, with interns, graduate students, research associates and collaborators also using the
facility, nearly 200 plant scientists will provide leadership on solutions for plant conservation
problems caused by climate change, habitat loss and fragmentation, invasive species and
pollution; and

WHEREAS, the Plant Science Center features dedicated teaching facilities and house the
country’s first-ever doctoral program that focuses exclusively on plant biology and conservation,
offered in partnership with Northwestern University; and

WHEREAS, the building is situated on 4.5-foot pillars and is designed to earn a gold LEED
certification from the U.S. Green Building Council; and

WHEREAS, the center is surrounded by and built over a Rainwater Glen that will collect and
filter stormwater runoff from the building and adjacent parking areas; and

WHEREAS, the center features a 16,000-square-foot green roof that is accessible to the public
via a grand staircase and features an overlook with interpretive panels educating visitors about
the benefits of green roof gardens; and

WHEREAS, the center features a Visitor Gallery in the center of the building that runs the
length of the Plant Science Center and climbs two stories to a height of 25 feet; and

WHEREAS, the center features eight interactive exhibits explain the essential role plants play
in everyday life and the critical role garden scientists are playing to preserve and better manage
natural plant communities;
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the President and Board of Commissioners of
the Forest Preserve District of Cook County do hereby congratulate Sophia Siskel, President and
Chief Operating Officer of the Garden, and her staff on the opening of Daniel L. and Ada F. Rice

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING AND ENACTING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE
FOREST PRESERVE DISTRICT OF COOK COUNTY AND PROVIDING FOR PENALTIES
FOR VIOLATION THEREOF AND FOR THE AMENDMENT AND REPEAL OF CERTAIN
FOREST PRESERVE DISTRICT OF COOK COUNTY ORDINANCES

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of the Forest Preserve District of Cook County,
[llinois (“Board”), is the legislative body of the Forest Preserve District of Cook County
(“FPDCC”), and in this capacity the Board adopts Ordinances and Resolutions which apply
within and pertain to the affairs of the FPDCC; and

WHEREAS, the Ordinances and Resolutions adopted by the Board are numbered and made
available to the public by Secretary to the Board; and

WHEREAS, the Board desires to adopt a codified version of its Ordinances and Resolutions
which shall be known as the “Code of Ordinances of the Forest Preserve District of Cook
County, Illinois™ or the “Forest Preserve District Code,” utilizing subject matter divisions and a
convenient numbering system reviewed by the Chief Attorney of the FPDCC and approved by
the Board; and

WHEREAS, the Board desires that the Forest Preserve District Code be published and updated
regularly, and has contracted with the Municipal Code Corporation to perform these functions
and to make the Forest Preserve District Code available to the public on the internet through a
link placed on the FPDCC’s website located at www.fpdcc.com; and
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WHEREAS, the Forest Preserve District Code, as adopted by this Ordinance, includes
provisions for the amendment and repeal of Ordinances and Resolutions previously adopted by
the Board and for the continued validity of certain Ordinances and Resolutions previously
adopted by the Board, and also includes provision for the imposition of penalties for violations of
the Forest Preserve District Code;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF
THE FOREST PRESERVE DISTRICT OF COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Designation of Adopting Ordinance. This Ordinance, which provides for the
adoption of a Code of Ordinances of the Forest Preserve District of Cook County, Illinois, shall
be known as the “Forest Preserve District of Cook County Code Adoption Ordinance of 2009.”

Section 2. Adoption of Code. The document entitled the "Forest Preserve District of Cook County
Code, a Code of Ordinances of the Forest Preserve District of Cook County, 1llinois,” a copy of which is
attached hereto, is hereby adopted subject to the incorporation of the additions, modifications and
corrections authorized by this Board in Section 7 below into the text of said Forest Preserve District of
Cook County Code prior to its publication. The Forest Preserve District of Cook County Code shall be
binding and effective as to the ordinances included therein,

Section 3. Legislation of a General and Permanent Nature. For purposes of this Forest
Preserve District of Cook County Code Adoption Ordinance of 2009, any legislation adopted by
the Board prior to October 1, 2008 that contains provisions that are of a general and permanent
nature shall be considered an “ordinance.”

Section 4. Ordinances Omitted from Code Saved. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Forest
Preserve District of Cook County Code Adoption Ordinance of 2009, any ordinance inadvertently or
intentionally omitted from the Forest Preserve District of Cook County Code shall be binding and
effective as adopted by the Board and shall be maintained on file with the FPDCC Secretary to the Board.
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Section 5. Additions or Amendments to the Forest Preserve District of Cook County
Code; Supplements. Ordinances which add to or amend the Forest Preserve District of Cook
County Code and which are adopted by the Board after July 1, 2009 shall be incorporated into
the Forest Preserve District of Cook County Code and the Forest Preserve District of Cook
County Code shall be deemed to include such Ordinances as of the date of their adoption.

Such Ordinances shall be published in Supplements issued at the direction of the Chief Attorney
of the FPDCC, or his/her designee, at least annually and in the manner set forth in the Forest
Preserve District of Cook County Code. Such Supplements may be incorporated into the
primary document known as the Forest Preserve District of Cook County Code as directed by the
Chief Attorney of the FPDCC or his/her designee and without further action by the Board, as
provided in the Forest Preserve District of Cook County Code.

Section 6. Penalties for Code Violations. Unless another penalty is expressly provided in the
Forest Preserve District of Cook County Code, a violation of any provision of the Code or any
rule or regulation adopted in accordance therewith shall, upon conviction, be punishable by a
fine not exceeding $500.00, as provided in Section 1-4-1 of the Forest Preserve District of Cook
County Code, as adopted.

Section 7. Additions, Modifications and Corrections Prior to Publication and Effective
Date.

The Chief Attorney of the FPDCC or his/her designee shall be authorized to direct that
modifications and corrections be made to the text of this Forest Preserve District of Cook County
Code prior to the publication and effective date of the Forest Preserve District of Cook County
Code that are not substantive in nature, including, but not limited to, corrections of
typographical, spelling, spacing, punctuation, citation and factual errors; deletion or modification
of footnotes, as appropriate; and modifications to the numbering, lettering or ordering of any
provisions of the Forest Preserve District of Cook County Code.

In addition, the Chief Attorney or his/her designee shall be authorized to direct that revisions be
made to the introductory materials found on pages 1-6 of the Forest Preserve District of Cook
County Code and that additions be made to the text of this Forest Preserve District of Cook
County Code prior to the publication and effective date of the Forest Preserve District of Cook
County Code, of any ordinance, or amendments to ordinances, passed by the Board through July
1, 2009 which were inadvertently omitted from the Forest Preserve District of Cook County
Code. The Chief Attorney or his/her designee is authorized to instruct Municipal Code
Corporation to print the completed Forest Preserve District of Cook County Code in a double
column format omitting all material indicated by coding to be deleted and omitting all
underlining.
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Section 8. Effective Date. This Forest Preserve District of Cook County Code Adoption
Ordinance of 2009 shall be effective on October 7, 2009.
